“My Brain”

I.
Description

The purpose of this project is to familiarize you with the structures of the human brain and their functions.  This task will be accomplished by each individual student creating a project that illustrates “his or her brain.”  Students will begin with an outline of their head, created using a shadow either at home or with an overhead projector at school, or anything else that works.  This outline will be filled, on your own, with the structures of the brain.  

II.
Requirements

A. You have several options for your project:
· Create a poster with your head traced onto it.  This needs to be exceptional to receive full credit. It must have a 3D element! 
· Create a model of some sort (model does not need to be anatomically correct – in fact, I would advise against it).
B. The project should have a title that reads, “(Insert your name)’s Leolani’s Brain” in large letters.

C. Brain must be filled with the following components (see board and write on back of paper).
· These must be clearly labeled and imaginatively illustrated with pictures or items that speak to the function of the structure or system.  Imagination and creativity will weigh heavily on the grade.  
Don’t do this project just to do it.  Do it so that you can use it.  Remember the pasta Mona Lisa?  How about a macaroni medulla?  A rigatoni reticular formation?  Yarn can do amazing things so can clay.  Water colors anyone?  I’m bored with the old stuff.   I want yours to be unique.
D. Each structure or system should have an accurate, clear, and concise explanation of function, in your own memorable words, on the front of the project.III.
Grading

This project is worth 10 points and will be assessed based on accuracy of information, neatness of work and creativity.  Yes, creativity will come into play.  There are no limits to what you can do with this project if you use a bit of imagination and dust the cobwebs out of your right hemisphere.  Give “your brain” a bit of your personality.
